Fluid Mechanics Lab Report Guidelines
During the course of the semester, students will be required to write formal reports documenting the work that is preformed in the lab.  The items listed below should be used as guidelines as to what is expected in a typical report.  

Purpose:  To report findings of a completed lab experiment.  

Audience:  Professor Murray.
Voice:  Professional.

Emphasis:  Presenting and explaining the procedure and results of the experiment.  For labs 3, 7, and 12 include background information on how and where this process is currently being used in industry and why.
Support:  For labs 3, 7, and 12 include a minimum of four sources for your paper.  At least one of your sources must be from a journal, and at least two from a magazine.  Use information from your sources but take it apart and reassemble it into your own representation of the material.  Do not cut-and-paste or submit a series of summaries of your sources.  USE YOUR OWN WORDS!

Organization:

Title Page

· Include course name and number, lab number and title, student’s name and date.
Body

· Most labs include multiple experiments or procedures which should be clearly indicated in the body of the report.
· Each experiment/procedure section of the report should include the following sections:

· Objective
· Background and uses (Labs 3, 7 & 12 only)
· Design Conditions

· Sketch (if applicable)

· Assumptions

· Formulas

· Collected Data, Calculations, & Answers

· Conclusion

Format:  Single-spaced with space between paragraphs, Times New Roman 12-point font, 1 inch margins.  Use APA format for in-text citations and references list.  Page limits (Title Page and Bibliography not included):

· Lab 3
2+ pages
· Lab 7
2+ pages

· Lab 12
6+ pages
